This club began with a trio of ladies October 7, 1883. Miss Celestine Fejervary who was educated in
voice, organ and piano & Miss Gertrude Wilkinson (later Mrs. M.C. Smith)-vocalist met at the Episcopal
Rectory with Mrs. David Garrett. They decided to spend one afternoon together every week. The
following winter of 1884-1885 Mrs. Robert Smith joined the group. Early on they called it the Bach Club,
then changed to Music Students Club in 1885.

In 1983 there was a proposal to merge with the Etude Club. The merger happened in 1989. After briefly
working together some members wanted to secede and go back to their own club which they then
called the “Original Music Students Club”.
